The minutes and treasurers report were read and approved.

Linda gave a report on the leadership conference that she attended in Chicago in the fall of 2002.

The dates for our annual educational seminar will be Oct 31, Nov. 1 at Tri County Tech . Program Chair will be Linda Lee and her committee will be her co-workers in conjunction with Tri County Tech Educational Dept. There was a discussion of individual offerings throughout the year. The cost for the web host is $150-$200 per year. It was agreed to buy this one-year at a time. The projected point for the web site to be up and running in the summer of 2003.
